The present work, led by the Council of Chief State School Officers
(CCSSO0) and the National Governors Association (NGA), builds on th
foundation laid by states in their decadksg work on crafting high
guality education standards. The Standards also draw on the most
important international models as well as research and input from
numerous sources, including state departments of education, scholars
assessment developers, professional organizations, educators f
kindergarten through college, and parents, students, and other memb
of the public. In their design and content, refined through successive
drafts and numerous rounds of feedback, the Standards represent a
synthesis of the best elements of standaré$ated work to date and an
important advance over that previous work.

As specified by CCSSO and NGA, the Standards are (1) research ang
evidence based, (2) aligned with college and work expectations, (3)
rigorous, and (4) internationally benchmarked. @&trular standard was
included in the document only when the best available evidence
indicated that its mastery was essential for college and career reading
in a twentyfirst-century, globally competitive society. The Standards a
intended to be a lilmg work: as new and better evidence emerges, the
Standards will be revised accordingly.

It is important
to note that the &12 literacy standards in history/social studies, science,
and technical subjects are noteant to replace content standards in
those areas but rather to supplement them. States may incorporate
these standards into their standards for those subjects or adopt them as
content area literacy standards.

Focus and coherence in instruction and assessment
While the Standards delineate specific exf@icins in reading, writing,
speaking, listening, and language, each standard need not be a sepa
focus for instruction and assessment. Often, several standards can b
addressed by a single rich task. For example, when editing writing,

What is Not Covered by the Standards

The Standards should be recognized for what they are not as well as
what they are. The most important intentional design limitations are as
follows:

1. The Standards define what all studsrgre expected to know and be

able to do, not how teachers should teach. For instance, the use of

y play with young children is not specified by the Standards, but it is
welcome as a valuable activity in its own right and as a way to help
students meet the gpectations in this document. Furthermore,
while the Standards make references to some particular forms of
content, including mythology, foundational U.S. documents, and

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2. While the Standards focus on what is most essential, they do not
describe all thacan or should be taught. A great deal is left to the
discretion of teachers and curriculum developers. The aim of the
Standards is to articulate the fundamentals, not to set out an
exhaustive list or a set of restrictions that limits what can be taught
beyond what is specified herein.

The Standards do not define the nature of advanced work for
students who meet the Standards prior to the end of high school.
For those students, advanced work in such areas as literature,
composition, language, and jourreti should be available. This
work should provide the next logical step up from the college and
career readiness baseline established here.

The Standards set gragpecific standards but do not define the
intervention methods or materials necessary to sagpstudents
who are well below or well above gradievelexpectations. No set
of gradespecific standards can fully reflect the great variety in
abilities, needs, learning rates, and achievement levels of student$
in any given classroom. However, the Stards do provide clear
signposts along the way to the goal of college and career readiness
for all students.

It is also beyond the scope of the Standards to define the full rangge
of supports appropriate for English language learners and for
students withspecial needs. At the same time, all students must
have the opportunity to learn and meet the same high standards if
they are to access the knowledge and skills necessary in theit pos
high school lives.

Each grade will include students who are still aggg English. For
those students, it is possible to meet the standards in reading,
writing, speaking, and listening without displaying natilke control
of conventions and vocabulary.

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The Standards should also be read as allowing for the widest
possibé range of students to participate fully from the outset and as
permitting appropriate accommodations to ensure maximum
participation of students with special education needs. For example,
for students with disabilitieseadingshould allow for the use of
Braille, screesreader technology, or other assistive devices, while
writing should include the use of a scribe, computer, or speeeh

text technology. In a similar veispeakingandlisteningshould be
interpreted broadly to include sign language.

While the ELA and content area literacy components described
herein are critical to college and career readiness, they do not
define the whole of such readiness. Students require a wide
ranging, rigorous academic preparation and, particularly in the early
grades, attention to such matters as social, emotional, and physical
development and approaches to learning. Similarly, the Standards
define literacy expectations in history/social studies, science, and
technical subjects, but literacy standards in other aresach as
mathematics and health education, modeled on those in this
document are strongly encouraged to facilitate a comprehensive,
schoolwide literacy program.
